WHO IS THE QUEEN OF THE UNITED KINGDOM?

When Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II, was ascended to the throne by the Parliament of the United Kingdom, they bestowed on Her the title of “Elizabeth II, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and Her other Realms and Territories, Head of the Commonwealth, Defender of the Faith”. Please note that She was not given sovereignty over Australia. The other Realms and Territories are 14 dependencies of which the Falkland Island is the largest. The Commonwealth is a group of independent sovereign nations. 

Prior to the ‘Act of Settlement 1701’ entitlement to the throne was by birthright only and the Crown was at all times the law, and the Parliament was sub-servient to the Crown. Under British law the King or Queen, the Lord Temporal, represent God, Lord Spiritual, on earth. However, after the trials and jubilations of King James II, who favoured the Catholic religion, that all changed in 1701 with the passing of the ‘Act of Settlement, 1701.”  The government after ridding itself of James II, needed another Heir and Successor to the Throne. 

The ‘Family Tree’ indicated that the Prince of Bavaria and the Duke of Parma and Bourbon were first and second in line of succession. However, both were Catholics and the Parliament would not accept a Catholic. Therefore they decided to by-pass the legal and traditional line of succession and just pick an Heir of their choice. The Act of Settlement, 1701, was passed to lay down the rules, by which this new Sovereign was to rule and how the successors would be chosen. In actual terms, the Parliament transferred all powers, previously belonging to the Crown to the Parliament, and the Monarch became sub-servient to the parliament and a mere ‘figurehead’. A good modern day example of the transfer of the royal powers was illustrated when Edward VIII was required to ask the Parliament for permission to marry Mrs. Simpson, an American divorcee. When this was denied, he was forced to abdicate his right to the throne. Prior to 1701, the King would have done as He pleased, but Edward VIII, no matter how popular that he was with the people, had no choice at all.

Elizabeth II, as Queen of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, must take an Oath of Allegiance to the Parliament of the United Kingdom, and is at all times permanently attached to that Parliament. She may not have an allegiance to a foreign power, such as Australia, if we were an independent sovereign nation. The Queen is required by law, to ask to Parliament even for permission to leave the UK.If it were at all possible to separate the Queen from the UK Parliament, then the Queen  would not be Queen, but just Mrs. Elizabeth Guelph, with no title and no power.

The Queen must also take, by law, the Coronation Oath and swears to uphold the Natural Law and the True Profession of the Gospel. That means that anyone, who has an allegiance to the Queen, such as all our politicians, judges and magistrates, policemen etc, have the duty and care of upholding the Queen’s oath. Sadly our politicians and judiciary frequently commit treason by deliberately violating the Queens oath to uphold the Natural Law and True Profession of the Gospel, when that interferes with their own interests.
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
